Strolling through the expansive Windsor Fairgrounds, you will find 75 plus vendors displaying a rainbow of natural and dyed wool, hand dyed & handspun yarn, knitted, crocheted, woven, felted and hooked fiber related items. Everything from raw wool, dyed wool, fiber tools, fiber equipment, sheep dog trials and shows, books and fiber animals are at your fingertips, to tempt the beginner to take a workshop and the expert to expand their horizons. On the traditional side, you will find the Maine Sheep Breeders involved in the collection of thousands of pounds of wool, collected after shearing of the sheep for the "Wool Pool". The wool is auctioned off to the highest bidder for use in a product made and produced by a company in Maine. On the contemporary  side, you won't want to miss the " Maine Llama Drill Team", llama owner's and their llama's dance in unison to music with a caller on hand to bring this special event to the main stage at Windsor Fairgrounds.  

If this is your first visit, the Maine Fiber Frolic extends a special welcome to Maine fiber families. The Maine Fiber Frolic happens rain or shine with an admission of$4.00 adults/$2.00 seniors and children under 12 are free. The Maine Fiber Frolic is produced by the Maine Alpaca Association.
